He thereafter directed the Nigeria Police, the Chairman and Members of protec-
tion of Government Properties, Edo State, and the Edo State House of Assembly
Sergeant-At-Arms to as a matter of urgency, take necessary steps to recover the
above listed vehicles.

Petitions
Mr. Speaker announced the receipt of two petitions and directed the Clerk to give
the synopsis thus:

(i) Petition against Hon. Matthew Iduoriyekemwen, Oloye Esere, Frank
Emwinmdomwan, Vincent Uwuigbe and Peter Erinmworose and his Cohorts
for threat to life, Conduct likely to cause Breach of Peace and Malicious dam-
age to property. Reference IRO. GM/Vol. 11/183/2011 dated 27th June, 2011
and signed by one Mr. H. O. Omoregie, Esq. for Omoregie & Omoregie.

(ii) A passionate Appeal for the Upward Review of My Retirement status
and Benefits dated 24th June, 2011 and signed by One Mr. James O. lluebbey.

Mr. Speaker thereafter referred the first petition to the House Standing committee
on Security, and the Committee on Lands & Surveys and Housing while the
second petition was referred to the House Standing Committee on Public Petitions
with a directive to report back to the House within two weeks.

Matters of Urgent Public Importance:

Hon. Ebea, Festus (Esan South-East) rose in his seat to draw the attention
of the House to the recent postings of some NYSC members of Southern extrac-
tion to the Northern States of the Country. He expressed worries over the spate of
killings in these States and called on the Federal Government to beef up security in
these flash points, especially in Borno and Bauchi States to safeguard the lives of
the NYSC members in particular and Nigerians in general.

Other Members who spoke on the matter alligned themselves with the issue
canvassed by the Honourable Member representing Esan South East, and urged
the Federal Government to provide an enabling environment for these Corp
Members to serve their fatherland.
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
