Hon. (Mrs.) Elizabeth U. Ativie (Uhunmwode) rose in her place to draw the atten-
tion of the House to the recent oil spillage that occurred at Urokhuosa-Nowa in
Uhunmwode Local Government Area, lamenting that the oil spillage had caused
untold hardship to the people of the Community as the river which serves as the
‘only- source of drinking water had been polluted :

She called on NNPC and PPMC to come to the aid of the people by providing an -
alternative source of Water (bore-hole) for the Community and-also provide medi-
cal care for those who may have been affected by varying degree of health related
dieases ocassioned by the spillage..

She thereaﬁer called on the' House to prevail on the NNPC and PPMC to stop
further pumping of crude oil untill remedial work is carried out on the damaged

pipes.
