Hon. Patrick Aisowieren (Orhionmwon I) rose in his place to draw the attention of
the House to the heavy rainfall of Thursday, 14th July, 2011 which blew off the
roofs of Omolua Secondary School, Igbanke in Orhionmwon Local Government
Area, lamenting that the students of the School are forced to be at home, as no
meaningful learning cam take place under the present circumstance.
